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A written report will be provided to the school board monthly regarding chronic absenteeism data. The 
information will include the data as it stands at the end of each month.  
 
What is chronic absenteeism? 
A student is chronically absent if at any point in the year they have accumulated absences of 10% or more 
excluding religious observances and extended medical absences with doctor’s orders. Days of suspension are 
included as accumulated absences.
